Movie Maker Editing Session Tips
Before you film:
1. Check out a digital video camera from Mrs. Fleming in room 218 in the Old Capstone Medical Building – you can get them for 24 hours at a time.  You can use your own if you have one but it MUST USE DV (digital video) TAPES…so beware; you can’t just dust off the old VHS camera – IT WILL NOT WORK, just so you know.

2. Make sure the camera is charged BEFORE you go to film something. 
3. Before you take any video try to come up with a story board
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**By coming up with a basic sequence of what you want to convey in the movie it will be MUCH easier to edit.  This is not Hollywood, you don’t need to film it all out of sequence….you can but be advised that it will take a LONG time to edit.    

4. Just keep it simple – take your shots with a steady hand and in the order of your storyboard.

5. And if you already took the footage…that’s fine, but expect your editing to take a bit longer.

In the Editing Session:

1. BRING A CD, BRING A CD, BRING A CD!!!

2. Come with your DV tape, the department has a camera to put them on the computer.

3. BRING YOUR STORY BOARD – if you didn’t make one for the initial filming you’ll need one for the editing.  Remember, you only have 2 hours to edit this so coming in with a plan will save time.

4. If you are using MUSIC IT MUST BE IN MP3 FORMAT or some other type of digital music file – if you bring in a regular CD some of the computer labs DO NOT have ripping programs  on them so you will be out of luck with the music.  Again if you do this at home then your editing session will be a LOT smoother. 

5. SHOW UP ON TIME 

6. It might be a good idea to bring two (2) CD’s or another form of digital storage (but it has to be able to handle a BIG file) – just in case because these computers get there memories erased every night – think Memento – so if you save it to the desktop it will be gone in the morning! 
7. Finally, when you upload to LiveText do not try to upload off of a CD – it WILL TAKE FOREVER.
